You will also learn how to scout venues and create floor plans plus set up,
operate and tear down the gear behind successful events.

Complete tasks effectively to meet clients’ deadlines.

Ensure that all work is completed in compliance with applicable
laws, statutory obligations, regulations, and industry principles and
practices.

Develop strategies for ongoing personal and professional development
to enhance work performance and to maintain currency with
technological changes.

Assess the basic quality of a product being presented in corporate
videos and live business theatre presentations.
