Seneca’s two-year diploma Journalism program will provide you with
hands-on training for multiple platforms — broadcast, video, audio,
multimedia, online and social media. You will work in integrated
newsrooms across all platforms.

Starting on your first day, you will be in the field reporting and giving a
voice to issues that matter. As the program develops you can specialize
in sports, entertainment, aboriginal/environmental issues, investigative
journalism, hosting/anchoring or documentary/multimedia presentations.

This program is offered in Seneca's hybrid delivery format with some
courses available in Seneca's flexible delivery format.

For courses
offered in the flexible delivery format, professors use innovative learning
spaces and technology to teach students in a classroom or lab and
broadcast in real time to students attending remotely. In flexible courses,
students have the choice of coming on campus or learning online.
